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An entire French town has combined to honour Australian Diggers killed on the Somme in World War One and buried in
its war cemetery. Senlis-le-sec, near Amiens, is part of the wreath exchange program with Eatons Hill State Primary School,
near Brisbane. On ANZAC Day, South Burnett National Servicemen, Walter Greensill and his wife Valerie (at left) presented
the Mayor, Madame Genevieve Lebailly with an Australian flag and a plaque from the NSAA. With her is one of her
Councillors. Walter also presented a flag and plaque to the Basisschool de Mote in Ypres in Belgium. His uncle is buried

near the Belgian town.
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
